The forms you have learned belong to a verb pattern called the k§g¶P pattern.10

This is one of seven Hebrew patterns. The perfect tense forms in the k§g¶P pattern

are made by adding Signal Letters to the end of a verb root. These Signal Letters are

the same in all seven patterns of the perfect tense.

The chart below shows all the perfect tense forms of the verb r/n/∑ in the k§g¶P
pattern. In the forms below, the Signal Letters are outlined and the root letters

are black.11

We

are making every effort to keep the English translation as close to the original

Hebrew as possible. This will enable you to see for yourself the rhythms and style

of the Bible’s unique way of expression.

You do not need to memorize the new vocabulary introduced in the Guided

Reading, as it will not be used in future exercises. Each new word will be introduced

once in the Guided Reading of each chapter. If the same word appears in later

Guided Readings, it will be introduced again.
